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RESOLUTION 

APPOMATTOX COUNTY SYSTEM 

 

 At a meeting of the Board of Supervisors of Appomattox County, Virginia, held at the Court 

House, thereof on ___________ day of ____________ 1920. 

 WHEREAS, Pursuant to the provisions of Section 1, of the State Money Aid Road law, 

approved March 27th, 1918, this Board has formulated and laid out a tentative system of County 

Highways for this County, and has caused a map thereof to be made, dated May 26th, 1920 and 

marked “Map of Appomattox County, Virginia showing the County Road System,” the roads 

shown thereon in solid red lines, and further described below, are hereby adopted as a tentative 

County Highway System, as follows: 

1. Pamplin via Evergreen, Appomattox, Five Forks, Spout Springs, to Concord. 

2. From Red House via Chap, Five Forks, Oakville, to the Nelson County line, at Bent Creek 

with connection to State Highway #10 via Clements. 

3. From Prince Edward County line at the Appomattox River via Hurtsville, Hixburg, and 

Pamplin to Red House. 

4. From Prince Edward County line via Hixburg and Hollywood and Gills to State Highway 

#10 at Appomattox, with connection from Gills to State Highway #10 about 2 miles 

northwest of Evergreen. 

5. From Five Forks near Appomattox Vera and Rose Bower to Buckingham County line. 

6. From the Campbell County line at Spring Mills via Spout Springs to County Road #12 east 

of Hebron Church and from County Road #12 at Hebron Church via Trinity Church and Mt. 

Zion colored church to Walker’s Ford at the Amherst County line. 

7. From Bent Creek via Wildway to County Road #5 at Vera with connection to County Road 

#13 at Towerhill. 

8. From Buckingham County line via Rose Bower and Hollywood to intersection with Co. 

Road #9, about 3 miles south of Hollywood. 

9. From Hixburg to intersection with State Highway Route #10 about 1 mile east of Evergreen. 

10. From State Highway #10 at Evergreen to intersection with County Road #2 about 3 miles 

north of Red House. 

11. From County Road #5 about 1 miles east of Five Forks via Bold Mt. to its intersection with 

County Road #7 about 1 mile north of Wildway. 

12. From Campbell County line via Stonewall, Hebron Church to intersection with County Road 

#2 near Oakville with connection with Route 10 about 1 mile west of Five Forks. 

13. From Buckingham County line via Towerhill to County Rd. #2 about 1 miles north of 

Oakville. 
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14. From Stapleton’s via Drinkard’s to intersection with County Road #12 at Stonewall and 

connection with Route #6 about 2 miles from Stapleton. 

15. From Charlotte County line to connection with County Rd. #10 about 2 miles south of 

Evergreen. 

16. From its intersection with County Road #2 about 4 miles north of Oakville, westward via 

Mineral to its intersection with County Road #6 at Mt. Zion Colored Church. 

17. From a point on County Road #6 at Trinity Church, westwardly along the present 

Lynchburg road to County Road #14 at Shearer’s Store place.
