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About Appomattox County 
LOCATION/HISTORY 

Located at the exact center of the state, 
Appomattox County, Virginia was the scene 
of the General Robert E. Lee's surrender 
that ended the War Between The States. The 
county was formed in 1845 and named for 
an Indian tribe. 

Nearby cities include Lynchburg (18 
miles). Roanoke (79 miles) and Richmond 
(90 miles). 

TOPOGRAPHY 
Appomattox County consists of 219,520 

acres (343 square miles) of rolling hills in 
the Piedmont Plateau physiographic region. 

Elevations range from 460 feet to 1, 15 I 
feet above the sea level. Drainage is pro­
vided by the James River, Appomattox 
River, Roanoke River Drainage Area, and 
Bent and Wreck Island creeks. 

FINANCE 
There are four banks in Appomattox 

County. 
The Appomattox Industrial Development 

Authority offers low-interest, tax exempt 
industrial revenue bonds. 

LOCAL ECONOMY 
Appomattox County has a comprehen­

sive retail and service sector with total 
taxable retail sales in 1995 exceeding $54 
million. . 

Manufacturing activity is concentrated in 
textiles, forestry and furniture. The county . 
has a civilian labor force of 6112 with an 
unemployment rate of 6. 9 percent (Novem­
ber, 1994). Agricultural production is con­
centrated in dairy products and beef cattle. 

POPULATION 
There were 12,644 resldents reported for 

Appomattox County in the 1994 census, 
compared to 12,298 in 1991. Projected popu­
lation in 2000 is 13,200. The Town of 
Appomattox had 1,707 residents in the 1994 
census; Pamplin City had 208. 

TRANSPORTATION 
Road - Access to points north, south, east 

and west is provided by U.S. 460 and state 
primary routes 24 and 26. 

Rail - Norfolk Southern railway operates 
freight lines in the county. Connections are 
available in Lynchburg with Norfolk South­
ern, Chesapeake & Ohio and Amtrak which 
provide freight, pa~senger and piggyback 
service. 

Air - The Lynchburg Municipal Airport 
(25 miles) charters regular flights by U.S. 
Air and United Express; air freight ser­
vice is available there and at the Falwell 
Airport in Lynchburg ( 19 miles). The 
Lynchburg Municipal Airport has a run­
way of 5,800 feet. Fuel and instrument 
ratings are available. 

Bus - Bus service in Appomattox is pro-
vided by Greyhound. . 
Motor Freight Carriers - There are some 

40 trucking firms serving the area. • 

NATURAL RESOURCES 
There are 155,561 acres of commercial' 

forest land in Appomattox County with 
loblolly, shortleaf and Virginia pines, elm­
ash, cottonwood, oak-pine, and oak-hickory 
the dominant forest types. Non-commercial 
forest use includes the Appomattox -
Buckingham State Forest with approxi- .. 
mately 9,000 acres. • 
Mineral deposits include sand, gravel, clay, 

marble, limestone, and quartzite, 
Ground water is available at an average 

depth of 150 feet with an average produc­
tion of 8 gallons per minute. 

CLIMATE 
A generally moderate climate prevails. 

Annual temperature averages 56.7 degrees 
Fahrenheit with January temperatures aver­
aging 40 degrees and July temperatures 77 
degrees. 

Annual average rainfall is 44 inches; an­
nual average snowfall is 16.9 inches. Pre­
vailing winds are from the south to south­
west. 

UTILITIES 
Electricity - Supplied and distributed by 

Virginia Power, Southside Electric Coop­
erative and Central Virginia Electric Coop­
erative. 

Natural Gas - Columbia Gas holds the 
franchise for distributing gas in the county. 
Water - The Town of Appomattox main­

tains a public water system consisting of 
five drilled wells. Average daily use is 
220,000 gallons; maximum daily capacity 
is 460,800 gallons. The Town of Pamplin 
provides a public water system consi ting 
of three wells. Average daily use is 22,000 
gallons. Storage capacity is 75,000 ,aJlons. 

Sewer~ge - The Town of Appomattox 
operates a sewerage system with a treat­
ment capacity of 224,800 gallons per day. 
Actual usage is currently I. 0,000 gallons 
daily.

EDUCATION 
During the 1997-98 school year there were 

2,354 students enrolled in Appomattox Pub­
lic Schools including the 150 high school 
graduates, 69% of whom plan to continue 
their education. The teacher-pupil ratio is 
21.1: Higher education is available at Cen­
tral Virginia Community College ( 19 miles) 
which offers one and two year programs in 
liberal arts studies, business administration, 
engineering and vocational training. 

There are five colleges within commuting 
distance of Appomattox: Hampden-Sydney 
College and Longwood College in the 
Farmville area and Liberty University, 
Lynchburg College and Randolph-Macon 
Women's College in Lynchburg. 
GOVERNMENT 

Appomattox County is governed by a five 
member board of supervisors headed by a 
chairman. 

The Town of Appomattox is governed by 
a six-member town council headed by a 
mayor. 

The Town of Pamplin has a six-member 
town council headed by a mayor, also. 

The County of Appomattox and the towns 
of Appomattox and Pamplin have adopted a 
comprehensive zoning plan. 

POLICFJFIRE 
There are 13 police officers assigned to 

the county; they also service the towns of 
Appomattox and Pamplin. 

Fire protection is efficiently provided 
by volunteer staffs in both Appomattox 
and Pamplin. 

MEDICAL 

A public health department offers a variety 
of services including a pharmacy, public 
health nursing, home health, family plan­
ning, environmental health and laboratory 
service. 

There are four doctors, three dentists, two 
optometrist offices, three chiropractors, one 
veterinarian, two clinics, and a volunteer 
rescue squad. 

Hospitals serving Appomattox residents 
include Lynchburg General ( 18 miles) with 
emergency services 24 hours a day, Vir­
ginia Baptist Hospital (24 miles) (both in 
Lynchburg) and Southside Community 
Hospital (30 miles) in Farmville. 

COMMUNITY ACTIVITIES 
Festival- The annual Historic Appomattox 

Railroad Festival, held the second weekend 
in October each year, commemorates the 
donation of the Norfolk & Western Depot to 
the Town of Appomattox. The Lions Club 
Beef Festival in September of each year. 

Community ofCandles - An annual old­
fashioned celebration of Christmas which 
brings Appomattox County alive with tradi­
tional white lights and live greens. 

Recreation - Recreational programs are 
offered by the county, town and private 
sources. Public facilities include ball fields, 
tennis courts and basketball courts. 

Parks - include the Buckingham 
Appomattox State Forest (about 9,000 
acres), a town ball park (six acres) and a 
town kiddie park (three acres). 

Additional recreational opportunities are 
provided at Paradise Lake, Holliday Lake 
State Park, the Appomattox Court House 
National Historical Park, and a camp­
ground, hiking trails and picnic areas. 

Churches - There are 40 Protestant 
Churches and one Catholic Church serving 
the town and county. • 

Lodging - Four motels, Babcock House -
a bed and breakfast in the Town of 
Appomattox, Sleepy Lamb- a bed and break­
fast in nearby Madisonville, and another 
bed and breakfast that is not complete.
