Kent Apperson keeps fairly closely,with the current

prices of apples. I asked him what he thought your apples should

bring F.0.B. at your shipping point and his estimates are as

follows:

For your state inspected No. 1 Winesaps, both sizes about
$5.50 per barrell.

For your Commercial 2$" Winesaps about {4.50 per barrell.

For your No. 1 Commercial York Imperial about $4.00 per

barrell
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For your No. 1 Stayman, both sizes, about $5.50 per barrell.

For your No. 1 Ben Davis, about $3.50 per barrell.

For your apples which are not state inspected, he

thinks that a fair average price for the entire lot would be

around $3.50 per barrell.
